With a few 
Presbyterian pastors and church staffers and 
a United Church of Christ pottery instructor, I 
had some time to think about and experience 
some of those scriptures that talk about pot-
ters and clay.  Jeremiah comes to mind, ñLike 
clay in the hand of the potter, so are you in 
my hand, O house of Israel.ò  I now know a lit-
tle more about the richness of that image.  
There is a great deal of care and skill neces-
sary in a potterôs hand (you should have seen 
my first few pieces!).  The clay has to be cen-
tered on the wheel (this takes a while!).  Itôs 
also very easy to push or squeeze too hard 
and tear a hole in your work (definitely did 
that!).  And as the Genesis creation story tells 
us, our God is a creative God, and God is 
good with clay.  Our God is One who takes 
from the clay of the earth, and forms a new 
being giving it life.  Being at the potterôs wheel 
was a reminder to me that God is always 
ready and willing to work with my life that is 
sometimes in disconnected pieces.  Being at 
the potter's wheel reminded me that our God 
is a God who is always ready and willing to 
shape and reshape, repair and mold us into 
something good and beautiful.  Thanks be to 
God!
