But when I got 
onto the Internet this morning I noticed it now 
is a word used to worry us all about another 
level of recession – two scoops or two layers 
deep of recession.  It got my attention and I 
read the list of ten things that would happen 
and I must say the temptation to feel a little 
worry and stress was strong. 
 
Anyone worried about the recession?  Is it a 
daily stress?  I am just about as much a realist 
as anyone, but I am asking God today to help 
me not worry a lot about this notion of double 
dipping.  It may happen, it may not.  Regard-
less, what I know I need every day is a few 
dips of things like faith, hope, and love.
