glimpses of God’s Kingdom in our world today.
Part of the power of short-term mission trips is
the opportunity they give participants to step
away from the regular (monotonous?) routine
of life and pressures of work and busy sched-
ules. Stepping away provides the space to
turn our focus more fully on God and see
God’s sovereignty over all things, including our
lives and the life of every person.
