Congregations that approach financial 
stewardship from a biblical perspective 
do not view the money Christians give to 
their church merely as a way to pay its 
bills.

We believe in proportionate 
and systematic giving in response to the 
question, "What percentage of my income 
is God calling me to give?"  During morn-
ing worship on Consecration Sunday, 
March 21, we are asking our attendees 
and members to make their financial 
commitments to our church's missionary, 
benevolent, and educational ministries in 
this community and around the world. 
 
Every attendee and member who com-
pletes an Estimate of Giving Card does 
so voluntarily. We urge people to attend 
who even feel strongly opposed to com-
pleting a card.
