She told of how her father always gave
her money for Sunday School and church.
One Sunday she had money left over and had
to account to her father for that money. | think
she had thought up another use for it.

Shirley told me that her neighbors are moving

and she will miss their support and their
dogs. She had invited them to church over
the years telling them we had a friendly
church, good ministers and good music. |
asked Shirley how she deals with having at-
tachments to people that she cares for dis-
rupted by moving or death and yet is able to
keep making attachments, Shirley replied that
she takes life a day at a time.
