I trust that in 
each of these settings, participants will be 
challenged, stretched, and encouraged to 
grow.  For some, there will be life-changing 
moments that open up a whole new under-
standing of God and God’s presence in their 
lives and the world. 
   
While camps and mission trips are priceless 
opportunities to encounter God in new ways,  
they are far from the only way we can do so.  
Right here at home, we can meet God.  I’ve 
recently been reading Barbara Brown Taylor’s 
book, An Altar in the World, in which she 
shares how she has learned to encounter 
God in the mundane activities of life and the 
simple practices that enable her to do so.  Al-
tars where we meet God are literally at every 
turn of our lives…if we know how to pay atten-
tion.  It may mean slowing down a little and 
taking a little more time to notice people we 
come across.  It may mean making eye con-
tact with the young lady serving our food at 
the fast food restaurant, considering the point 
of view of the person who has angered us, 
taking more time to get from one place to an-
other and noticing our surroundings as we do 
so—the trees moving in the wind, the birds 
singing.  With practices like these, we can 
learn to see the holy in every place of our 
lives.  I pray this summer will be a time we all 
seek and find ways to encounter God here at 
home and elsewhere.
