Draft of May 16, 2010, General Board Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by
chairman, Charlie Prickitt, who led the
devotion and gave a prayer. He
thanked all of the volunteers for their
service this year.

The minutes of the previous Board
meeting were approved; no additions
or corrections were noted.

Myrtle Sanders, Financial Secretary,
gave the financial report. She asked
that those who are behind in their
pledges to catch up so that money will
be available to pay the remaining bills
this year.

Jeremiah Johnson, of the Vision Team,
gave a report resulting from the survey
taken a few months ago. He said that
the team is continuing to analyze the
data, and will share the results upon
completion. Surveymonkey.com was
the tool used He said that it is an inex-
pensive, confidential, yet thorough
way to gather information, which may
be used by other groups within the
church. Jeremiah said that about 30%
of the congregation responded to the
survey. Answering several questions
about the purpose of the survey,
Lance said that the purpose of the sur-
vey was to get an idea of the congre-
gationbs perceptio
direction of the church.

Reporting for the Membership Team,
Ellie Duckett said that Graduation
Sunday is June 6; and asked that
everyone try to be in attendance that
day.

Charlie Prickitt reporting for the Trus-
tees said that an anonymous donor
offered to donate stock worth $40,000
for the purchase of a mini-bus. Lance
Perry said that there is some money
left from the sale of the old van. He
said that the $750 budgeted for van
rental in the Youth Department budget
may be used to offset part of the in-
surance cost, which is expected to be
$1,350. Jerry Roberts said that some
additional money is available from the
CMF. Margaret Jarman seconded the
motion from the Trustees to accept
the offer, and the Board unanimously
passed it. Jerry is looking into various
cost options, and will provide the
Board with the total costs for final ap-
proval.

There were no other departmental re-
ports; and the meeting was adjourned
after a closing prayer offered by
Lance Perry.
