advice is to withhold the truth from someone.
Maybe someone wants us to listen to a hurtful
or racist joke and laugh with them. Maybe the
advice is to cheat on a test, on our taxes, or
cheat on our sobriety. The Psalmist says
we're blessed when we do not listen and fol-
low this advice.

And what path do sinners tread? We all were
sinners, yet | think this means more than that.
Later the Psalmist suggests that sinners are
disconnected, easily blown away by the cha-
otic winds of life. Maybe the sinner’s path is
one that disregards the importance of being
connected to God and others in meaningful
relationship. The lack of character and pur-
pose leaves the sinner unstable. The Psalm-
ist says we’re happy when we do not follow
the sinner’s way.

And for those who do not listen to the wicked
and do not follow the sinner’'s way, “their de-
light is in the law of the Lord.” For the Psalm-
ist and his readers the law was the Torah —
the first five books of the Hebrew Bible. For
us it is all the scriptures and the law of love
that is shown and given in Christ. What does
it mean to delight in the love of God day and
night? With a busy and full life maybe it
means that in each quiet moment we remem-
ber the love of God. Maybe it means that in
our daily actions we reflect the love of God to-
ward others. It's probably different for us all,
but my guess is that we can all grow in our
delight about the law and love of God each
and every day. Enjoy the rest of Psalm 1.
