In response to some congregational requests
for budget information, your Stewardship
Team is providing this information for you.
Our budget has been basically unchanged
since 2008, so based on actual expenses
over the past two years, we anticipate in-
creases in the following for 2010/2011:

Electricity and Gas $2,965
Water, Sewer, Trash $1,000
Building Maintenance $2,000
Health Insurance $1,625

Also, our Turning Point worship service needs
a permanent, part-time Music Director so that
Lance can be relieved from music responsi-
bilities to focus his time on other needs of the
church. This position's cost will be:
