Week of Compassion Responds 
to Earthquake in Chile  
What follows is information from the WOC 
Update on Saturday, February 27, 2010 at 
08:49PM, www.weekofcompassion.org 
 
A devastating magnitude-8.8 earthquake struck 
Chile early Saturday, February 27, 2010. 
 
Messages of compassion, concern and sup-
port have been sent to Disciples/UCC-Global 
Ministries Partners Rev. Ulises Muñoz, 
Bishop of the Pentecostal Church of Chile, 
Rosario Castillo of EPES (a health education 
organization),  and Dora Canales of Comuni-
dad Teológica de Chile.  Messages have also 
been sent to Elena Huegel, missionary with 
Global Ministries.  
 
Praise be to God, we have received news 
from the Bishop of the Pentecostal Church of 
Chile, who has not heard of any deaths of 
church members. Elena Huegel, our beloved 
friend and missionary, was in the mountains 
at Centro Shalom with the whole staff. Every-
one is well and they are on their way down 
from the mountain.   
  
As part of the international ACT (Action by 
Churches Together) Alliance network, CWS 
will work to provide emergency assistance 
such as food, water and shelter to those af-
fected by this disaster.   
 
Week of Compassion emergency solidarity 
grants were immediately authorized for 
three Global Ministries partners in Chile 
and Church World Service to support relief 
initiatives.  Week of Compassion and Global 
Ministries staff are monitoring the unfolding 
disaster situation and will continue to update 
you as we receive more information.  
 
You can help by praying for the people of 

Chile, their leaders, our partners, and emer-
gency response workers.  You may also give 
gifts to Week of Compassion designated for 
Chile Earthquake and Tsunami Relief. We 
continue to trust in God's ubiquitous presence 
and love.   
 
Haiti Update News Release: Death is Not 
the End, February 25, 2010 
 
"Death is not the end," said Rev. Patrick 
Villier, a Haitian pastor, as he mourned the 
loss of his 25 year-old foster son, Gustav, one 
of the victims of the January 12, 2010 earth-
quake in Haiti.  Villier is a pastor of a local 
congregation in one of the poorest neighbor-
hoods of Port-au-Prince and also the Presi-
dent of the National Spiritual Council of 
Churches of Haiti (CONASPEH), a 20-year 
denominational partner of the United Church 
of Christ and the Christian Church (Disciples 
of Christ) in the United States and Canada.   
 
Reflecting on his second pastoral visit after 
the earthquake, Rev. Félix Ortiz, Global Min-
istries Area Executive for Latin America and 
the Caribbean, reported that CONASPEH's 
priority is to secure what is needed to survive 
the immediate emergency and to re-establish 
the programs and services to the communi-
ties where member churches are located.   
As of February 25, 2010, Global Ministries 
has disbursed $20,000 to House of Hope, 
another denominational partner of Global Min-
istries in Haiti that serves domestically 
abused children, for its emergency efforts 
(including $2,500 each from the Disciples 
Week of Compassion and UCC One Great 
Hour of Sharing funds) and $72,826 to 
CONASPEH for its emergency response plan 
and child sponsorship program.  For more

More than 
one person can pray at the same time.  What 
a wonderful blessing to share prayer time with 
someone else!  Communion will be available 
during your time of meditation and prayer. 
 
There is a sign-up board in the welcome area 
for you to commit to a time of prayer. 
 
During this Lenten season, let us be in prayer 
as we seek to continue to discover Godôs plan 
for each of us.
