Global Ministries Organizes Trip To 
Haiti As A Sign Of Solidarity

March 25, 2010 
Two and a half months after an earthquake 
devastated Haiti, the Haitian government and 
relief agencies are working tirelessly to pro-
vide food and shelter to tens of thousands of 
those who remain homeless. 
 
Several church leaders will be in Haiti to look 
at relief and recovery efforts. 
 
Co-Executive of Global Ministries David Var-
gas will be joined on the March 27 and 28 trip 
by Disciples General Minister and President 
Sharon Watkins; UCC General Minister and 
President Geoffrey Black; Felix Ortiz, Global 
Ministries Area Executive for Latin America 
and the Caribbean; and Cally Rogers-Witte, 
Co-Executive of Global Ministries with the 
UCC. 
 
"This pastoral visit is to express our deepest 
concern and solidarity with our partners in 
Haiti," stressed General Minister and Presi-
dent Sharon Watkins.  "We will pray and 
grieve together just as Holy Week is about to 
begin. We will anticipate resurrection both in 
our liturgical life and in the life of Haiti." 
 
Leaders of both communions express grati-
tude for the extraordinary outpouring of finan-
cial gifts to Haiti from churches in this coun-
try...The delegation will spend time with Pat-
rick Villier, President of the National Spiritual 
Council of Churches of Haiti (CONASPEH), a 
network of approximately 6,700 churches in 
the country-a denominational partner with 
Global Ministries for 20 years...The U.S. pas-
tors will talk with Villier and the CONASPEH 

board members about plans to rebuild their 
headquarters, and re-establish services and 
programs. One significant activity that will 
take place will be a memorial service to honor 
all those who died in Haiti because of the 
earthquake, including the nursing students at 
CONASPEH. 
 
In addition, the delegation will meet with the 
staff of House of Hope which runs a program 
that benefits children laboring as domestic 
servants as well as young mothers, single 
girls, and a few elderly women supported by 
the Christian Center for Integral Develop-
ment... "Our main purpose is to be present," 
said Vargas. "One of Global Ministries' priori-
ties is called 'critical presence.' That is what 
we intend to do on this trip, meet God's peo-
ple at their point of deepest need and let them 
know that there is hope."
