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Draft of April 11, 2010, Called Board Meeting Minutes

Proposed Budget for 2010-2011

The General Board of First Christian Church,
Wilmington, NC, was called to order by Dar-
rell McHaney.

Board Members in attendance: 32

Per Darrell McHaney — thanks to the Stew-
ardship Team for all the hard decisions made
in preparing the budget. Thanks to Myrtle
and Charles Sanders, Ann Boston, Ellie
Duckett, Trisha Heath, Maurice Emmart, Sibyl
Lavengood, Cleve Goodnite, Lance Perry and
Ailsa Gonzalez.

The estimated income for the coming fiscal
year is $397,592. Projected budget, based
on current increases for light, water, trash,
health care and the Turning Point Music Di-
rector (to relieve Lance of some of these du-
ties) is $412,496. To have a balanced
budget, $14,904 would need to be cut. The
congregation has wanted this for the past
year. The only alternative was to tighten our
belts and reduce the budget. Every item was
scrutinized. The Team took this task very se-
riously and reductions were made after re-
viewing spending over the past few years.
We tried very hard to be fair to each depart-
ment and | believe the Team did a great job in
doing this. If more money comes in than was
anticipated, it will be divided up among de-
partments where the money was reduced.
During the consecration process two opportu-
nities were offered to the congregation to
meet with Lance and the Team to discuss the
budget. One opportunity was after a worship
service and the other was on a week night at
6:30 pm. Only three individuals took advan-
tage of this opportunity, and we appreciate
their concerns.

For the first time in many a year, stewardship
is presenting a budget that is in balance.

Pam Morine had questions in reference to the
shortfall for the rest of this year; how do we
handle the remainder of the year and we
have to be realistic and have a contingency
plan. Myrtle Sanders stated that pledges in
the past that have not been paid consistently
are not considered in the year-to-date budget.
Discussion followed and the budget was
voted on — all in favor and one opposed.
