Building Fund Update 
It’s hard to believe that it’s been five years 
now since we started a Building Fund and 
renovated our sanctuary and surrounding 
area and installed a playground.  To date our 
members have generously given $433,453.79 
for this beautiful and practical renovation.  We 
are currently halfway in a five year pledge 
period for the Building Fund and our principle 
balance has been paid down to $250,155.91.  
We currently have $24,754.88 in our Building 
Fund account.  We keep a few months worth 
of payments in this account as a cushion in 
case we have a month or two when gifts/
pledges may not be enough to make our 
monthly payment.
