On Sunday, May 2, 2010, the congregation
voted to accept the proposed budget for 2010
-2011. We wish to thank everyone for their
vote of confidence and mostly we wish to
thank everyone for their pledges to God and
the church so that we may carry on the work
which God has called us all to do, not only lo-
cally, but state, nation and worldwide.

| wish to thank the Stewardship Team, consist-
ing of Myrtle Sanders, Charles Sanders, Ann
Boston, Ellie Duckett, Tricia Heath, Maurice
Emmart, Cleve Goodnite, and of course, Lance
Perry and Ailsa Gonzalez, for the tough deci-
sions they had to make in order to come up
with a balanced budget, which was pledged to
honor the request of the congregation.

The budget approved was for $397,592
against projected expenses of $397,592. This
was the first balanced budget presented in
many years. Stewardship pledges to be good
stewards of the monies pledged.

We had an increase in giving pledged of 7%
against an increase of projected expenses of
9%. This increase included a music director
for the Turning Point service which was badly
needed to give Lance some relief to spend
more of his time on the entire church needs.
This meant some minor adjustments to all de-
partments, which the Team undertook and did
a terrific job at making fair and balanced de-
ductions.

Once again, | would like to take this opportu-
nity to thank the congregation for its support
and for the financial commitments they have
made to carry on God's work here at First
Christian Church. We all have a feeling that
this is going to be a very good year for us.
