Charis Ministry Update

Charis Ministry motto: We carei God cures.

| thought | would give you an update from the
Charis Ministry. The Charis Ministry has be-
gun its third year at First Christian. The Cha-
ris Ministry is all about caring (Charis is Greek
word meaning grace). An important strength
of this ministry is that the team leaders in this
ministry step out of their comfort zones and
reach out to those in our congregation during
times of need and support. The Ministry team
learders meet and study together, learn to-
gether, and pray together in discerning where
God leads us as Christians.

The Charis Ministry is not a secret organiza-
tion, nor is it a “telephone calling tree.” This
ministry is about building community and car-
ing for each other. Our success in caring for
others depends almost totally on you as
members of the congregation. In addition to
our ministers, we (you and me) are the ones
who God calls to spread Charis. In the New
Testament, the Apostle Paul speaks often in
his letters to the various churches about the
abundance of grace and love God freely
gives us.

The mechanics of the Charis Ministry is as

follows:

1 Volunteers within our congregation make
up 20 teams that work within our Member-
ship Ministry.

9 These volunteers have chosen persons that
are members of First Christian Church or
attend on a regular basis to care for, sup-
port, and share God’s grace with during the
next year.

1 You, the congregation, have a part as well.
If you have a concern, iliness, celebration,
etc., contact the church office. We cannot
reach out to you if we are unaware. | will
be contacted from the church office, | will
inform the leader, and the team leader

whose group you are in will be there to sup-
port you.

1 When there is a concern with a member of
the church, the team leader may call on
someone in their group to help them support
the person(s) with concerns whether it is
health, grief, etc., by way of a meal, a call, a
card, or whatever they deem as appropriate.

1 The focus will be to share God’s grace on
any who have a special concern at a cer-
tain time.

1 The Time and Talent Survey you were
asked to complete several weeks ago list-
ing your gifts of ministry will also be used.

The volunteers who have covenanted to work
with the Charis Ministry this 2010-2011 year
